Kay Beange welcomed The Venerable Archdeacon of South Canterbury, Ben Randall from St Mary’s
Anglican Church; then asked him to explain what his title means. Ben’s title was appointed by the
Christchurch Bishop to undertake special care and support for the other Anglican Ministers; nine Parishes
and twenty separate churches in South Canterbury. Ben reports back to the Bishop and the Leadership
Team.
